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Country Village And Its Residents Granted Small
Reprieve

Council members say they wanted to spare residents from a forced move.

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Country Village Apartments—and its residents—have been granted a reprieve, for now.

The Burnsville City Council stopped short of revoking the license outright, though the owner, Lindahl Properties LP, failed to complete an overhaul of the
dilapidated complex by a deadline council set in October. At that time, council suspended Lindahl Properties' license for 2011.

According to the city, Lindahl Properties has completed about 70 percent of the corrections ordered by the council. The company has hired a full-time
contractor and claims it has already put $400,000 into the property.

“I would like you to approve our license today. | think it's only fair," said Paul Lindahl, part owner of the company. "I think everyone involved has been
going as fast as they possibly could since this began.”

However, a significant portion of the work remains undone, said Deputy City Manager Tom Hansen. Over the last two months, thre complex has been
cited for 119 new violations, a third of them concerning fire and safety hazards, said Fire Chief B.J. Jungmann.

In light of what she called "half-hearted" efforts, Council Member Mary Sherry lobbied to revoke Lindaht Properties' rental license, effective Jan. 1, 2012,
In such a scenario, all residents would have to move within 30 days.

"t want to make it clear that this is not intended to punish any of the people who live there, but to show that we have these policies and we intend to
enforce them,” Sherry said. "We have worked hard and long and we have been ignored since May. | don't want to give them another minute."

Council Member Dan Kealey urged that, if possible, the council should spare residents the pain and expense of relocation.

"If we weren't talking about the forced move of people's lives, this decision would have been made 45 minutes ago. | can't do that," said Council Member
Dan Kealey. "It's wrong. We have to figure out a way to get to the source of the problem and not hurt innocent people.”

City and county officials suggested that Burnsville and neighboring communities may not have enough rental property, if the council uitimately pulls the
license, to accommodate an exodus from Country Village. At present, affordable rental housing in Dakota County is scarce. Vacancy rates are 1.9
percent, the lowest in 10 years, said Eric Grumdahl, Housing Director of Dakota County Community Services.

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Furthermore, many of the residents are unwilling or unable to move, said County Commissioner Liz Workman. Some residents can't afford it. Others
woulid be barred from other properties because they couldn't pass a criminal background check. Still others are concerned that a move may draw
attention to their immigration status.

Under conditions imposed by council, rthe 40 Country Village apartments deemed habitable will remain under a valid rental license. The rest—nearly 100
units—will be revoked. As the contractors complete their work, the license will be extended to individual units that have been brought into compliance
with code.

In addition, the company will face total revocation if it fails to repair all fire doors and alarms by Jan. 15, 2012—the first of a series of deadlines imposed
by the city.

The city has already sunk 750 hours and $22,000 into inspections at Country Village. City employees now face the mammoth task of reviewing the
property on a unit-by-unit basis.

"The dates are workable. It will be much more difficult for us to expel people out of individual apartments,” Hansen said. "You're still kicking the can down
the road.”

Council takes landlord to task

After two hours of withering criticism and intense City Council debate, the company that
owns Country Village Apartments in Burnsville barely escaped with its rental license
Tuesday night.

The council voted 4-1 to approve the license
and give Lindahl Properties LP a series of
deadlines for fixing dozens of fire and property
code violations. Officials say the problems
have festered for years and should have been
fixed by now after city intervention earlier this
year.

Council members debated whether to draw a
line in the sand over the mold-, pest- and
disrepair-plagued complex or forge a
compromise with Lindahl that would keep
residents in their apartments.

Revocation of the 2012 rental license, which is up for renewal, would have had dwellers of
the complex’s 101 occupied units needing new homes by Jan. 1.

Council Member Mary Sherry cast the dissenting vote on the compromise measure, which
still triggers automatic revocation by unit or building if Lindahl misses any of the
deadlines.

“I want your license pulled on Jan. 1,” Sherry snapped at Paul Lindahl, who owns the 138-

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unit west Burnsville complex with his mother, Delores, and said it was previously owned
by his late father.

She and Council Member Dan Gustafson voted for a separate motion to revoke the
license. It failed, with Mayor Elizabeth Kautz and council members Bill Coughlin and Dan
Kealey voting “no.”

Lindahl, of Shakopee, stood at the podium with his lawyer, Jason Hutchison, as council
members and several Country Village residents vented their frustration with the landlord.

“I would think,” Sherry told Lindahl, noting his company’s record of problem apartment
properties in other cities, “that you would know what the basic rules were for basic human
decency.”

Lindahl defended his recent efforts to fix the problems at Country Village. He hired
contractor Renovation Systems, which set up a construction trailer and full-time worker
presence at the complex about a month ago, according to Deputy City Manager Tom
Hansen.

“I think everybody involved has been going as fast as they possibly could since this
began, and there’s been significant progress,” Lindahl said.

Scores of problems at the complex, which was built from 1966 to 1968, began to be
uncovered in May when the Fire Department responded to a kitchen fire there.

Citations against Lindahl from May are still pending in Dakota County District Court.

Meanwhile, the city unleashed fire and building inspectors on the property, whose
problems included mold, pests, squirrels in attics, wiring problems, faulty plumbing,
sagging ceilings and floors, soaked carpets, damaged sheetrock, nonworking smoke and
carbon monoxide detectors and nonworking fire doors.

After an inspection on Aug. 2, the city had opened 129 cases of code violations. On Oct.
18, with 125 of the 138 apartment units showing some level of noncompliance with city
codes, the council voted to suspend the rental license through the end of the year or until
the property was brought up to code. That barred Country Village from accepting any new
tenants.

Another inspection on Monday showed that Lindahl had fixed about 70 percent of the
problems identified in October, Hansen said.

The contractor is doing its work but Lindahl’'s own maintenance staff hasn't finished its
work, Hansen said.

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And while 83 units have undergone improvements, the Monday inspection revealed 119
new violations affecting 63 units, Hansen said.

Only about 40 units now meet code requirements for licensure, Hansen said.

“This property was cited in May,” Gustafson said. “He (Lindahl) did not take it seriously
until he was in front of this council in October. ... He's had more than ample time to get
this property up to speed.”

The compromise measure calls for all fire doors and alarm systems to be repaired by Jan.
15. All interior work proscribed by the city after multiple inspections must be finished by
March 1. All exterior work, including roof repairs on four buildings, must be done by May
1. The nonworking swimming pool must be working or removed by May 31.

License revocation by unit is automatic if inspections prior to deadlines show the problems
haven’t been fixed. If exterior repairs aren’t fixed by the deadline, the license for all the
units in that building will be automatically revoked.

The complex can accept no new rentais until the unit to be rented passes inspection. And,
from now on, the city will charge its standard inspection rate of $130 per unit and per
building.

“We will invoke that every time we go out there now,” said Hansen, who said the nearly
760 hours of staff time the city has devoted to Country Village cost $20,000 or more. “That

will run into the several thousands of dollars.”

The renewal terms don’t guarantee that some residents won't be displaced by failed unit
inspections, “but it's close,” City Attorney Joel Jamnik said.

It's better to set the deadlines than to shut the complex down and force people living in
good units to move out, Kealey insisted.

‘I can't do that,” he said. “It's wrong in my mind.”
Sherry is skeptical that Lindahl will deliver.

“We're just extending city inspection hours into playing this game,” she said. Why do we
want to play any longer? Game over.”

Hansen said the deadlines are achievable. He said Lindahl has put about $300,000 into
repairs, less than half of what the city estimates is needed.

“If they are serious about doing the work — and | understand that's a big if — if they are
serious, it can be done,” he said.

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Some residents have had it with Country Village.

Rachel Krieg said her son developed bronchial spasms after workers opened the ceiling
of her apartment to remove mold.

Autra Willis said she’s moving out after nearly three years. She said after her toilet leaked,
the landlord directed her family to use another bathroom in another unit until hers was
fixed.

She said her apartment has mold, and the landlord has only patched, not fixed, the
leakage under her kitchen sink.

“The plumbing, the pests, the mice and the roaches — I'm going; | can’t deal with that,” she
said.

Karen Selden, who was on a one-year lease, said she hasn't lived at Country Village
since July but is still paying partial rent after rent dispute between the parties went to
court. She said she was supposed to be assigned a new apartment after parts of hers
were taken apart to remove mold. She said living room walls that were removed to get at
the mold were later sheetrocked again, and leaks from upstairs show on the sheetrock.

Agency offers relocation help

Occupancy at Country Village Apartments has fallen since the Burnsville City Councnl
ordered widespread repairs and cleanup on Oct. 18.

And even though the council on Tuesday gave owner Lindahl Properties LP a series of
deadlines that will allow Country Village to remain in business, help is available for those.
looking to flee the trouble-plagued complex.

“Most of them want to stay,” said Rebecca Bowers, vice president of development for the
nonprofit Scott Carver Dakota CAP Agency. “They want their apartments to be fixed up -
and they want to stay. That's where their community is, their connections, their family.”

The number of vacancies in the 138-unit complex Country Village has risen from 21 in
October to 37, Deputy City Manager Tom Hansen said.

After Oct. 18, when the council suspended the complex’s right to accept new tenants, the
city contacted the CAP Agency, Dakota County, other local apartment managers and
others to form a support net in the event a license revocation would force residents out of
their homes on Jan. 1.

Most of the people who moved have jobs and were able to find new housing, said Liz
Workman, CAP Agency board chair and a Dakota County commissioner from Burnsville.

For some others, moving could be a problem — for reasons of immigration status, a lack
of cash or an inability to pass criminal background checks, Workman told the council
Tuesday.

A limited supply of affordable housing in Dakota County and a rock-bottom 1.9 percent

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apartment vacancy rate make things even tougher, said Eric Grumdahl, housing manager
for Dakota County Community Services.

In a pinch, Hansen said, CAP reported that it could place occupants of as many as 60
units at one time.

CAP organized a housing resource fair on Nov. 30 at the Hamilton Head Start location in
Savage for Country Village residents, Bowers said in an interview.

Tenants were largely concerned about their legal rights as leaseholders, given all the
turmoil surrounding Country Village, Bowers said.

Across its three counties, the agency gets 25 to 30 calls a day for emergency housing
assistance, Bowers said.

“We don't have a lot of housing resources,” she said. “We try to help where we can. It's
just one of these areas that's really a growing need in the three-county area.”

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State receives $14M
more in heating
assistance funds

Minnesota received an additional $14.1 million in
federal heating assistance Thursday, just in time to
continue processing requests from cash-strapped
households who need help keeping the lights and
heat on this winter.

The $14.1 million brings the state's total in Low-
Income Home Energy Assistance Program funds to
$87.6 miliion.

State officials called the aid welcome, but it still is
42 percent less than the $152 million the state r
eceived last winter and used to help 172,065
households.

For this winter, the government gave the state an
initial grant of $73.5 million in October, and that
money was expected to help 128,000 households
statewide.

State officials reduced the average grant size from
$500 last year to $400 this year to stretch out the
aid, but all of that money was allocated by early
December.

Unprocessed applications have been piling up since
then.

The $14.1 million announced Thursday should give
assistance to an additional 19,000 families, the
Commerce Department estimated.

"This is welcome news (for) Minnesota families as we
head into the holiday weekend," state Commerce
Commissioner Mike Rothman said in a statement
announcing the additional aid.

The new LIHEAP aid came from the U.S. Department
of Health and Human Services, which released $845
million Thursday to all the states.

The department said it had the authority to release
the money under a continuing resolution that is
keeping the program running while Congress
decides

whether it wants to put more money into it.

A bill in the Senate calls for maintaining the funding
at last year's level of $4.7 billion.

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Are Minnesota jobs recovering? Depends on the survey (update)

Minnesota’s November jobs statistics are so confusing that even Steve Hine, the state official who analyzes the data, says he is
“very concerned.” »

Look at the state’s unemployment rate, and it was down half a percentage point in November, to a seasonally adjusted 5.9
percent — its lowest level since October 2008 and lower than the national unemployment rate of 8.6 percent. Count jobs based
on the rate, which is based on a survey of households, and Minnesota has regained all the jobs it lost in the recession and has
more jobs than ever.

But look at the official jobs count — which is based on a survey of about 3,000 state employers, especially large employers —
and there was a loss of 13,700 jobs in November, and a loss of 22,900 over the past three months. By that count, Minnesota has
now regained only a fourth of the 158,300 jobs it lost in the Great Recession; just a month ago it was still a third.

The beleaguered construction industry lost 1,600 jobs in November, a drop Hine blamed on the weather. But construction was
still up 400 jobs over the past 12 months, with building construction including residential leading the way.

Until October, Minnesota’s construction sector hadn’t had a 12-month increase in job numbers since 2006, though the jobs
gained back are only a fraction of the 53,300 construction jobs lost in previous years. According to the jobs count, construction
and financial services are the only two industries where the rate of state jobs growth outstrips the national rate.

Hine, director of DEED’s Labor Market Information Office, said Thursday that there were no “empirically viable explanations”
for the “very conflicting signals™ between the unemployment rate and the jobs count.

DEED officials offered theories including possible sampling errors in the separate surveys; more people becoming self-employed
or contract workers; changes in Bureau of Labor Statistics methodology; and a state labor force participation rate that is at its

lowest level since 1988.

Hine estimates a fourth to a third of the unemployment rate drop is a result of less participation in the workforce. Women are
more likely to drop out than men, possibly because government jobs have been hit hard.

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“The mixed results make it difficult to draw clear conclusions about how well the labor market is doing. I'm cautiously
optimistic, however, that the economy is moving in the right direction,” DEED Commissioner Mark Phillips said in a news
release Thursday.

The drop in the state unemployment rate to 5.9 percent could actually have a nasty effect economically. Minnesota’s average
unemployment rate for recent months is now low enough that the state wouldn’t qualify for a 13-week extension of
unemployment benefits under the Extended Benefits program, should Congress choose to pass one in the coming weeks. Hine
says about 16,000 Minnesotans would be affected.

Other November economic indicators also present mixed news when it comes to the employment situation in Minnesota:

e New claims for unemployment benefits stayed in the mid-24,000 range (at 24,516) for the fourth straight month, and the
number of people indicating a permanent separation dropped below 15,000, to 14,147, the lowest level since September
2008;

¢ The average workweek, however, dropped to 33.3 hours, returning to its August level, an indication that labor demand
may be going down;

¢ Employment services, which primarily encompass temporary help, edged up only slightly. The over-the-year growth rate
in the sector is now 4.2 percent, its lowest level since January 2010;

o The Conference Board’s measure of job openings across the state fell to 93,000, from 99,000, in October. Job openings are
now at their lowest level since January.

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‘Paint brush-ready’: Dayton should seek $40M for affordable housing

In the next few weeks, Gov. Mark Dayton will have the difficult task of shaping his bonding bill. We think the
proposal should include $40 million for affordable housing infrastructure projects, which will provide an
investment in healthy housing throughout Minnesota and help stabilize communities.

These are exactly the types of “asset-preservation, repair and renovation” projects that state economist Tom
Stinson says should be implemented to create jobs. He calls them “paint brush-ready,” an updated and more
accurate play on the commonly used “shovel ready” term, and has been urging this method of creating jobs
since December 2010.

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The Minnesota Housing Finance Agency has requested $40 million to improve and augment the statewide
affordable housing infrastructure. More specifically, $30 million would be spent on preservation of existing
subsidized rental housing, stabilizing communities that have been affected by the foreclosure crisis by creating
new affordable housing, and creating more permanent supportive housing. This infrastructure, a continuum of
affordable housing options, will benefit hundreds of low- and moderate-income households.

Other Minnesotans would benefit as well when abandoned houses are rehabbed and sold, improving property
values in the neighborhood. Permanent supportive housing is also more cost-effective than alternative methods
of caring for homeless populations and those with chemical dependency issues, saving public money. Another
$10 million in general obligation bonds would be used for public housing preservation, which will finance
health and safety improvements as well as energy efficient upgrades and reduce future costs to the state. In total,
the agency believes that this would result in 450 to 600 housing units that will be constructed or rehabilitated.

A Dec. 5 article in Finance & Commerce detailed cuts to key affordable housing programs funded by the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development and how these cuts would stand in the way of providing
affordable housing. Unfortunately, this funding cut comes at a time when Minnesota communities cannot afford
to confront more roadblocks to affordable housing production.

Affordable housing is important beyond the mere fact that shelter is a basic human need. Decent affordable
housing results in fewer mental and physical health problems, for both children and adults. Stable housing leads
to better educational outcomes and decreased absenteeism in workers. Furthermore, affordable housing ensures
that the workforce has somewhere to live, an important factor when businesses choose their locations.
Moreover, a mix of different housing types indicates a healthy and strong community.

Yet some Minnesotans are struggling with their housing needs. They cannot afford their current housing: In
2010, one in seven households paid more than half of their income on housing. Those who qualify for rental
assistance continue to wait for it to materialize: More than 10,000 households are on the Section 8 waiting list in
Minneapolis since the list was last opened in 2008, according to Minneapolis Public Housing Authority statistics
quoted in an Oct. 14 article in the Star Tribune.

According to the St. Paul Public Housing Authority, which administers the city’s Section 8 list, only 60 names
have been taken off the waiting list in the last two years. Homelessness in Minnesota persists as well. In the
most recent count of homelessness, an estimated 46,400 people were homeless at least once during 2009, and
children accounted for one-third of that population.

There have been 130,000 foreclosures in Minnesota since 2005, and about 15 percent of all mortgages in
Minnesota are considered to be underwater, where the property value is less than what is owed on the mortgage.

Communities hit hard by foreclosures need help recovering and rebuilding. Affordable rental opportunities can
serve families who have lost their home to foreclosure and have been forced into the rental market. In part
because of this phenomenon, the rental vacancy rate in the Twin Cities is very low, at 2.4 percent, compared
with a healthy rental market rate of 5 percent. This increases rents and puts more pressure on low-income
Minnesotans.

Not only are the families forced to rebuild, but communities also have to deal with neglected and abandoned
housing stock, decreasing home values of entire neighborhoods and making sales difficult. These properties
need to be rehabbed and sold in a responsible manner, such as through a community land trust or other
affordable homeownership program.

These statistics are all to say that Minnesotans need Dayton’s support of affordable housing infrastructure,
particularly when funding support from other programs has been cut and cities have already struggled to meet
their affordable housing production goals. This affordable housing infrastructure will create opportunities for
households to find safe, high quality, affordable places to live; stabilize communities hit hard by the foreclosure
crisis; and have ripple effects in improved health and educational outcomes.

The projects in line for the funds:

* In Apple Valley, $896,000 for land, utilities
and nearby park improvements for
Cobblestone Senior Housing, an addition to
the Cobblestone Lake project, a planned
community with traditional architecture and
shops alongside.

As suburbanites age, demand is growing --
and many of the housing units aimed at the
south metro will be for seniors.

* In Apple Valley, $174,800 for sidewalks,
trails and lighting to connect a high-density
housing project to the bus rapid transit
system that's gradually coming into being

Assuming the projects approved by a key
committee last week pass the full council,
Apple Valley will end up with the biggest

dollar amount of any suburb - not all that
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on Cedar Avenue.

* In Rosemount, $440,000 for a public plaza,
streetlights, sidewalks and benches
associated with a project called Steeple
Center Senior Housing, near the public
library and two schools on the edge of
downtown.

The Rosemount money will help leverage
about $7 million in private-sector spending,
council staff members said, while the Apple
Valley private investment triggered in part by
the grant adds up to about $37 million.

Altogether, they said, the $9 million being
dished out to 20 projects in cities from Hugo
to Watertown will leverage $322 million in
private investment and $40 million in other
public investment.

It will also add 619 living-wage jobs, they
said, together with about 2,100 housing
units, about half of them affordable and half
market-rate.

The downtown Apple Valley housing project
-- formerly The Enclave, now rechristened
The Gathering -- aims to "attract millenials
along with a mix of other generations,"
Hamann-Roland said.

Located at Founders Lane and Garrett
Avenue, it's a quarter-mile from the state's
first rapid busway project. A site plan
furnished by the city shows a bike/walk path
wending through its wings and curling
between two ponds en route to Cedar. The
project includes 240 apartment units, 96 of
them affordable and the rest market rate.

The Cobblestone project in Apple Valley
envisions a 214-unit senior building, with 30
units designated as affordable. Its lakeside
park amenities are supposed to help launch
other multi-family or commercial
development nearby. The money will build,
among other things, a gazebo, performance
space, park furnishings, playground
equipment and trail connections.

The Rosemount project reshapes the
northern half of the old St. Joseph's Church
complex, now the Steeple Center, a
community gathering spot. Behind the plaza
go a 70-unit senior housing project and a
6,900-square-foot public senior center.

"We're trying to infill downtown with a variety
of uses that we know will garner a fair
amount of activity," said the city's
community development director, Kim L
indquist. "We had experts out from the
Urban Land Institute just the other night who
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felt that downtown is doing really well,
although it's more suitable for niche
marketing," boutiques and the like, rather
than the major retail that will tend to land
near the much busier County Road 42.

The Met Council committee approved the
recommendations unanimously on a voice
vote after brief discussion.

Not every south-metro request was fulfilled
this year. West St. Paul was denied $75,000
for the South Robert Gateway, Rosemount
$23,500 for its South Gateway, and Apple
Valley $160,300 for a business campus.

This is the first round of funding overseen
by Gov. Mark Dayton's newly appointed Met
Council, and its members, still growing
acquainted with their job, had little to say
about the recommendations other than to
praise them.

"I just want to say, 'Wow!" said committee
Chairman Gary Cunningham of Minneapolis.
"Tremendous, tremendous work. This will
have a tremendous impact on these
communities, from an economic perspective,
affordable housing, livability."

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More Twin Cities
homeowners with
troubled mortgages find
they can get help

Just a few weeks ago, Sara and Bryan Welle were
trying to figure out how to tell their kids they were
losing their home and didn't know where they would
be for Christmas.

But thanks to the work of the Washington County
Housing and Redevelopment Authority, the Oakdale
family has something to be grateful for this holiday
season.

"We were two weeks away from losing it and got a
letter in the mail saying we were eligible for the
(mortgage) modification,” Sara Welle said. "Not only
are we not going to lose our house, the payment is
going down and we don't have to tell our kids we're
moving out....We couldn't have asked for a better
Christmas present at all.”

The Welles were able to save their home because of
the federal government's Home Affordable
Modification Program, known as HAMP, designed to h
elp homeowners restructure troubled mortgages.

But without the guidance of an HRA counselor, who
helped the Welles navigate the program and manage
the paperwork, they might not be celebrating now.
Experts say similar programs in other counties

might help explain why foreclosure numbers have
dipped across the Twin Cities metropolitan area.

In Washington County, foreclosures are down 23
percent compared with the same period last year.
Neighboring counties are showing similar trends:
Ramsey County foreclosures are down 25 percent;
Anoka County's, 15 percent; Dakota County's, 11
percent.

The numbers seem to mirror what's happening
statewide.

A HELPING HAND
Industry

experts say that among the myriad reasons for the
drop in foreclosures, mortgage-restructuring
programs and the guidance from local housing
resource organizations are helping.

Though these programs aren't new - HAMP was
signed into taw more than two years ago, and the
Washington County HRA has been around since
1974 - people seem to be noticing them more, said
Melissa Taphorn, deputy executive director of the
HRA.
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"Before, (struggling homeowners) didn't want to seek
help because they didn't

want to acknowledge the situation they were in,"

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Taphorn said. "But now, people are more willing to

acknowledge it because there are more people
going through the same thing."

&

The HRA holds monthly foreclosure-prevention
workshops and offers free counseling to anyone
who needs it. Each county has a similar program,
and several nonprofits across the state also offer
free services.

The programs typically contact homeowners after
being notified that foreclosure is imminent, giving
them ample time to explore options with foreclosure
prevention counselors before their home ends up in
a sheriff's sale.

Taphorn said the counselors can be a critical
lifeline.

"It's your home, it's so essential to your life, and
you're in such an emotional state when faced with
the possibility of losing that,” Taphorn said. "Any
red tape can be a potential roadblock. So anyone
who knows the process and can help you with that
process is a potential life saver.”

Anoka County Community Action has seen about a
50 percent success rate helping families avoid or
delay foreclosure, estimated Jan Backlin, director of
Home Ownership Programs for the organization.

The programs lay out options, she explained.
Sometimes, a lender may agree to postpone a
foreclosure or restructure a mortgage to make it
more affordable. Counselors can get lenders and
homeowners together on conference calis to walk
through the often confusing and hard
conversations.

Other times, homeowners may discover they are out
of options, but even that harsh truth can be
softened by the advice of a counselor, Backlin said.

"It can be a saving grace to have someone say, 'l
know this is something you've been fighting
against, but now you're here and you have six
months to save and come up with a new plan and
you can do this,' " Backlin said. "When you tell a
homeowner there can still be a plan, it gives them
hope."

IT'S NOT OVER YET

Counseling for homeowners isn't the only factor
causing foreclosures to decrease.

Experts say several other factors are likely also
behind the year-to-year decline. Lenders, they say,
are postponing some foreclosures for a variety of
reasons, making arrangements with homeowners to
reclaim homes without sheriff's sales, accepting
more short sales and working directly with

struggling homeowners more often.

Housing market experts caution that the decreased
foreclosure numbers - whatever the reasons - are
still at all-time highs.

"Even with the reductions, year-to-date, that number
is still 400 percent over where the humber was in
2005," said Ed Nelson, spokesman for the
Minnesota Home Ownership Center. "We are seeing
some improvements ... but | also don't want to
diminish the fact that these are still dramatic,
drastically high foreclosure numbers by historic
standards.”

While the foreclosure crisis was brought on by
bank's lending practices, the continued crisis in
Minnesota is linked directly to unemployment,
Nelson said.

Counselors have seen that in Anoka County, Backlin
said.

"More than ever, we're hearing from families that
used to make $50,000 a year that now make
$30,000 and they can no longer afford their house
payment...or they've been out of work for over a year
and...now it's at a point of, ‘Do | pay my house
payment or do | pay for food?' " Backlin said.

Until the job market shifts, foreclosures will
continue in big numbers, experts said.

Nelson, however, is cautiously optimistic.

"More than likely, what we're seeing is the beginning
of the end of the prominence of the foreclosure
crisis," Nelson said.

John Patterson, research director of Minnesota
Housing, said his organization is seeing a decrease
in delinquent mortgage payments that might
indicate a downward trend in foreclosures. But, he
said, lenders have a backlog of homes awaiting
foreclosure.

"We have a long process to go through before we're
out of the woods." Patterson said.

The Minnesota Home Ownership Center's Nelson

stressed homeowners shouid reach out for help as
soon as their mortgage payments feel out of reach.
The more time and help families have on their side,
the more likely they'll be able to find a solution that

'WE GET TO STAY HERFE'

The call to the Washington County HRA made the
difference for the Welles, the family said.

After taking on a mortgage, Bryan Welle lost one of
his two jobs; then he found himself needing surgery
for an injury. Rehabilitation put him out of work for
longer than expected, medical bills mounted and
the disability payments the couple anticipated
weren't approved. Bills and groceries became a
priority, to keep things as normal as possible for
their three kids.

"It was scary. It was tough to think of the children....
It was tough at times to see my husband, who
obviously wants to do the best for his family, you
could see he was upset and embarrassed. He
couldn't do anything. You know it's the manly thing
to take care of your family," said Sara Welle, a stay-
at-home mom.

Sara Welle said the county's HRA was a tremendous
guide through the application process, which
involved heaps of paperwork and was at times
confusing and daunting.

"With (counselor) Nick (Boettcher) being there and
understanding what we were going through and
knowing what we should do and what to send them,
it was so helpful," Welle said. "It just made me feel
like we had someone on our side, finally."

The experience has brought new meaning to being
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"home for the holidays" this year, Sara Welle said.

"We're very, very grateful... Last year was a realily
rough ride,” Welle said. "The kids actually
understand now that we get to stay here. They may
not get a lot, but we get to stay in our house, which
is the most important thing."

Mark, you routed me a letter that was sent to the Board Chair discussing salary restrictions on HUD
programs.

After investigating the statutory references included in the letter, it appears that HUD is capping the
salary public housing authorities can charge to their federal grants. As noted in the letter, this cap is the
annual rate of basic pay payable for a position at level IV of the Executive Schedule.

So, for 2012, the cap appears to be $155,500. We do not have any salaries that exceed this; therefore
we are in compliance with this requirement.

Dear Board Chair:

As you know, Congress passed and the President signed into law on November 18 the
Consolidated and Further Continuing Appropriations Act 2012, Public Law 112-55, which
provides appropriations for the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for all of
fiscal year 2012. 1 am writing to bring to your attention a provision in the Act that relates to the
use of HUD funds to pay salaries of public housing agency employees.

In particular, section 234 of title IT of Division C of the Act provides as follows:

None of the funds made available by this Act for purposes authorized under section 8
(only with respect to the tenant-based rental assistance program) and section 9 of the
United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437 et seq.) may be used by any public
housing agency for any amount of salary, for the chief executive officer of which, or any
other official or employee of which, that exceeds the annual rate of basic pay payable for
a position at level IV of the Executive Schedule at any time during any public housing
agency fiscal year 2012. (b) Subscction (a) shall take effect 120 days after the datc of

enactment of this Act.

As section 234(b) states, the restriction will take effect 120 days after the enactment of
the Act, which will be on March 17, 2012, and HUD will be providing more specific guidance on
the provision in the coming weeks. We also understand that many public housing agencies will
not be affected by this provision. Nevertheless, we wanted to be sure that you are aware of the
restriction and, to the extent appropriate, are making plans to ensure that the use of federal funds
by your agency will be in full compliance with the Act.

We at HUD appreciate the important work done by public housing agencies across our
nation, and wish you and your employees and residents the best for the holiday season and the

New Year.

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Late mortgage payments
up in third quarter, first
rise in years

NEW YORK - While lawmakers in Washington
debated the debt ceiling and consumer confidence
dropped, more homeowners in the U.S. were having
a harder time making their mortgage payments.

The rate that mortgage holders were late with their
payments by 60 days or more rose in the June-to-
September period for the first time since the last
three months of 2009, according to TransUnion.

The credit reporting agency said 5.88 percent of
homeowners missed two or more payments, an early
sign of possible foreclosure. That was up from 5.82
percent in the second quarter of 2011.

The increase surprised TransUnion researchers,
who previously forecast late payments, or
delinquency, to fall for the quarter.

"It's much different than we've been talking about the
last few quarters," said Tim Martin, group vice
president of U.S. Housing in TransUnion's financial
services business unit.

The problems were widespread. Between the second
and third quarters, all but 10 states and the District
of Columbia saw delinquency rates increase.

TransUnion's data is culled from 27 million credit
reports, representing about 10 percent of all U.S.
consumers who actively use some form of credit.

Martin could not pinpoint one particular reason for
the jump. Normally, for instance, housing prices a
nd unemployment have a big influence on
delinquency. "Those are both still important, but
neither has noticeably deteriorated," he said. In fact,
unemployment was steady during the summer and
the

Standard & Poor's/Case-Shiller index showed small

improvements in housing prices in most major
cities during July and August.

That leaves wider economic issues having a larger
role, Martin said. He pointed to the U.S. credit rating
downgrade, the U.S. and European debt crises and
the tanking U.S. stock markets during this period.
And he noted that two different measures of
consumer confidence - the Conference Board and
the University of Michigan - both showed those
issues hurt consumer attitudes.

That atmosphere "could make folks question paying
their mortgage," he observed.

Martin said there's no real way to tell if some of the
delinquency increase was driven by people who
decided not to make payments because their homes
are worth less than they owe on their mortgage. But
it is notable that three of the 10 states that saw
declines in late payments were among the hardest
hit by the foreclosure crisis: Arizona, California and
Nevada.

In fact, Arizona had the best rate of improvement in
the nation, and now has a delinquency rate of 7.46
percent. That still places it fourth worst in the
country, but the rate is vastly improved from where
it stood. In the fourth quarter of 2009, Arizona's
delinquency rate hit 16 percent, the highest for any
state since the foreclosure crisis began.

Arizona does, however, still have the highest
foreclosure rate in the nation - one in every 44
housing units with a foreclosure filing in the third
quarter, according to Realty

Another possibility for the bump in the delinquency
rate is that a new crop of adjustable mortgages
written toward the end of the housing bubble is
resetting. Even if their interest rates remain low after
the adjustment, the payments might have increased,
said Darren Blomquist, a Realtytrac spokesman. "We
still have the bad loans mixed in that are resetting."

Although TransUnion still expects the delinquency
rate to resume declining in 2012, the company is
now forecasting a few quarters of elevated
nonpayment rates due to the uncertain economic
outlook. The company doesn't predict a return to
the national peak rate of 6.9 percent, but said some
increase is expected.

"More and more homeowners are likely to struggle,”
Martin said. "I'm not sure this is a one-quarter blip."

That echoes predictions from other sources, like
RealtyTrac.

"This isn't just about bad loans anymore," said
Blomquist. "It's about a bad economy that's pushing
people into foreclosure."

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Bank forecloses even
though experts say
homeowner made all

Nancy Gosselin cannot understand why
CitiMortgage is about to foreclose on her St.
Louis Park house. Neither can her local
banker or the Minnesota attorney general.

At the heart of the dispute is a single
monthly payment of $584 that CitiMorgage
says she failed to make more than two years
ago, according to the attorney general's
office. Gosselin says she made all her
payments. A loan officer at Bremer Bank
agrees. The attorney general's office, which
says it can't get a straight answer from
CitiMortgage, has urged the mortgage giant
to stop the foreclosure and work out a deal.

But the fallout from the alleged missed
payment has been a series of cascading late
fees and penalties and refused payments
that has culminated in CitiMortgage's threat

to auction Gosselin's home at a sheriff's sale
Dec. 2

"l did nothing wrong. This is very
frustrating,” said Gosselin, standing on the
sidewalk last week in front of her house on
Xenwood Avenue S.

Gosselin gave CitiMortgage permission to
discuss her case with Whistleblower. But
Mark Rodgers, director of Citi public affairs
in New York, declined to do so "due to
privacy considerations."

"Generally, if an account is in the foreclosure
process, we cannot accept less than the full
amount needed to bring the account

current, unless a work-out plan is
developed,” he said. "We encourage
customers in such situations to get in touch
with us directly to see what options may be
available to them."

She tried. For nearly two years she
repeatedly wrote CitiMortgage memos
arguing that the company was mistaken in
its late fees. CitiMortgage never budged.

Stephan O'Connor, a loan officer at Bremer
Bank, reviewed Gosselin's records and

disputed CitiMortgage's claims, writing that
Gosselin "has provided all of the proof that
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her payments were made and made on time."

Gosselin, a receptionist at Sela Roofing,
spent her childhood in the house. It became
hers, after her mother's death, when she
bought out her sister's interest. She's lived
there for more than 20 years.

In 2005, she refinanced the house with an
$84,100, 20-year mortgage from Bremer
Bank, which then sold the mortgage to
CitiMortgage. In 2009, she filed for
bankruptcy, facing an assortment of debts,
but continued making mortgage payments.

After the alleged missed payment in 2009,
the company began piling on late fees,
penalties and attorney fees that have swelled
to more than $2,500. The firm has refused

to accept Gosselin's past six mortgage
payments, so it says she now owes more
than $6,000.

On Thursday, William Gosiger, who works in
Attorney General Lori Swanson's consumer
services division, wrote a letter to
CitiMortgage that "this office does not
believe that Ms. Gosselin's home should be
foreclosed upon due to a problem that
resulted from one allegedly missed
mortgage payment."

"We have dealt with nine different staffers at
CitiMortgage and the right hand doesn't
seem to know what the left hand is doing,"
said Ben Wogsland, an attorney general's
spokesman. "We have sent five or six letters
to CitiMortgage. We have had only one
substantive written response. This is
consistent with a lot of consumers'
complaints about mortgage lenders being
unresponsive."

Whistleblower asked two local lawyers with
expertise on foreclosure to review
Gosselin's records.

Nick Slade, a Minneapolis attorney, said it
appears that after she filed for bankruptcy,
CitiMortgage shifted her payments to a
different department, which would explain
why her checks were recorded by the
company weeks after she sent them.

"Even though she thought she was making a
full month's payment, the late fees were paid
first [by CitiMortgage] and she became
further and further in arrears," he said. "The
whole thing just started snowballing. ... It
really shows how broken the mortgage
system is."

Jane Holzer, an attorney with the nonprofit
Foreclosure Relief Law Project in St. Paul,
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said: "It looks like she made all her payments.
She may have a dispute with CitiMortgage
about whether she owes late fees. But late
fees shouldn't triple or quadruple what she
owes. ... It shouldn't justify a foreclosure."

DEFINITIONS

ASSISTED HOUSING

Project Based - Subsidy eligibility is tied to the site and the units remain affordable for the duration of
the funding contract. The site is made affordable usually through public funding for construction
along with an ongoing operating subsidy. Some are general occupancy units and others target
special needs. Project Based housing is listed separately at the bottom of each city's report.

Project Based Section 8 (HUD) - Federally Funded units available to the elderly and families.

202 (HUD) - Federally funded units available to elderly and handicapped incividuals.
811 (HUD) - Federally Funded handicapped or disabled units.
236 Rental (HUD) - Federally financed units for elderly and handicapped individuals.

Low Rent Housing (HUD) - Federally subsidized units for the elderly.

CDA Bond Finananced Senior Housing - Tax exempt bonds, credit enhanced with a general obligation pledge from Dakota
County are used to provide funds for affordable senior housing.

CDA Tax Credit Housing - Public/Private limited partnerships provide financing and raise equity from the private sector.
Each financing also includes below market loans and grants from public and private sources. The Family Housing
Partnership Program is designed to provide high quality housing at a rental rate below the Dakota County average to meet
the needs of families with parents working in modest paying jobs.

FMHA (Farmers Home Administration)- Federally Funded units for the elderly or families .

Youth Supportive Housing - Permanent supportive housing serving 24 homeless, at-risk of homelessness and disabled
young adults in Dakota County. Funding from MN Housing and Dakota County's Housing Opportunities Program.

Tenant Based - Subsidy eligibility is tied to the low-income tenant and the subsidy voucher travels
with the tenant. The subsidy makes up the difference between the market rate rent and the tenants
income based payment.

HOME TBRA (Tenant Based Rental Assistance) (HUD) - Federally Funded program.

SHOP/MAX 200 (Short Term Senior Housing Assistance) - County Funds are used to provide short term housing for the
elderly.

Shelter Plus Care (HUD) - Federally Funded program provides rental assistance to homeless persons with disabilities.
Funding for this program comes from HUD and is administered jointly by the CDA and Dakota County Social Services. The
CDA administers the housing subsidy while Dakota County Social Services refers applicants and provides supportive
services for program participants. This program provides intensive case management for households most at risk for
chronic homelessness to help them to achieve long-term stability.

Bridges - This state funded program serves persons with chronic and persistent mental illness. The CDA administers the
housing subsidy, modeled after the Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) Program, and Dakota County Social Services provides
supportive services to help stabilize participating households. This is a temporary subsidy that “bridges” the gap between
homelessness, treatment centers, institutional facilities, and permanent affordable housing.

Housing Trust Fund - State Funded program for all individuals or families who must be referred by Dakota County SHU
(Supportive Housing Unit).

Housing Trust Fund (Homeless) - State Funded program for all individuals or families who must be referred by Dakota
County SHU (Supportive Housing Unit).

Disaster Voucher Program - Federally funded voucher program originally set up for Katrina Disaster victims.




DEFINITIONS (continued)

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

CFUF (MHFA Community Fix Up Fund) - 75% MHFA + 25% HOME funds. State and Agency funds to help discount loan
rates to rehab homes.

MHFA Fix-Up Fund (Home improvement Loan) - State funds to privide low-interest loans to homeowners with income below
$93,100. Max loan $35,000.

MHFA Home Rehab Loan - State funds are used to provide no-interest loans to eligible extremely low-income homeowners
(30% Area Median Income) to make homes more livable, accessible, and energy efficient.

CDBG (Community Development Block Grant) Loans - Federally funded program for public facilities, housing,
neighborhood revitalization, public services, planning and project administration. These are Home rehab loans.

Habitat for Humanity Homes - National non-profit program to build or renovate homes through volunteerism and sweat
equity. Sold to families interest free.

CDA 1st Time Homebuyer - Bond financed low interest loans and grant funds to assist qualified 1st time homebuyers in
purchasing homes. This report will be updated quarterly.

MCC/DPA Program (Mortgage Credit Certificate program) Down Payment Assistance - a specified amount of our bond
authority is used to assist first time homebuyers with a market rate mortgage product combined with a mortgage credit
certificate. The certificate (filed with the IRS) allows the homeowner to use 20% of his annual mortgage interest payment
as a credit toward his tax liability. It can be used throughout the life of the loan. This report will be updated quarterly,
showing the number of certificates actually issued.

HOME Program Loans - Federally funded program available for home rehabilitation, homebuyer programs, rehabilitation of
rental housing, tenant based rental assistance, and new construction of affordable housing. These are home rehab loans.

Weatherization - State and private utilitiy grant funds are used for home energy audits and repairs. This program is
targeted to recipients of fuel assistance. It has the effect of reducing the demand for future fuel assistance by increasing
energy efficiency.
