CDA Breaks Ground on
New Senior Housing in Lakeville

On September 30, local and county officials helped kick-off the construction of
Crossroads Commons, a new senior housing development that will be located on
2 4.62 acre site on Glasgow Avenue in Lakeville. The site is located just east of
Cedar Avenue and south of Dodd Blvd. behind the Crossroads Shopping Center.

Guest speakers at the groundbreaking included: Lakeville Mayor Holly Dahl,
Dakota County Commissioner Joseph Harris, Crossroads Church Pastor Paul
Marzahn and Dakota County CDA Commissioner Ron Clare.

Crossroads Commons will be the largest development in the Dakota County
CDAs senior housing portfolio with 87 units. As part of the CDA’s Senior
Housing Program, the building will provide affordable independent rental
housing for seniors age 55+. Crossroads Commons will be the CDA’s third

development in Lakeville and 22nd overall in the county.

Senior Dining Now
Available in South St. Paul

Since August, about 30 South St. Paul seniors
have been dining weekdays on hot, nutritious
meals at Dakota Heights, the CDA's senior
building located on 15th Avenue North.

The program is made possible through the
Senior Nutrition Program administered
by the CAP Agency, a private non-profit
organization that provides services to
residents of Scott, Carver and Dakota
counties. Funding is provided through the
Older Americans Act by contract with the
Metropolitan Area Agency on Aging.

Community members age 60+ can
participate in the program and are
encouraged to give $3.50 towards the cost
of the meal; however, anyone is welcome
to dine regardless of ability to contribute.
