o All contestants must sign a release making their entry the property of NAHRO and permitting
duplication/publication thereof. The release should be secured to the back of the entry.

e All contestants are asked to provide a short narrative on the inspiration, vision and importance of their
poster design. The narrative should be secured on the back of the entry.

e Contestants name, grade level and housing authority must be written on the back of the each poster entry
in addition to being listed on the release form also attached to the entry.

e NAHRO is only responsible for returning the original poster to the national grand prize winner. NAHRO is not
responsible for returning poster unless otherwise contacted by October 1.
