Scope of Services
1. Work Requirements
Dakota County CDA is requesting bids for Fire Sprinkler inspections for all of their existing facilities. The fire protection contractor will be responsible for the following items.
Complete fire sprinkler inspection per National Fire Protection Association 25 (NFPA) the most current version-- for all wet, dry, pre-action or antifreeze systems in all Dakota County CDA buildings. All reports to be e-mailed.

The work of the contract to include, but is not limited to:
1.1 Sprinklers (wet and dry systems) shall be inspected from the floor level includes hangars, pipe, fittings, sprinklers, spare sprinklers, informational signs etc. to be done annually.
1.2 Fire pump inspection and flow test (at sites with fire pumps) to be done annually.
1.3 Sprinklers & automatic spray nozzles protecting commercial cooking equipment & ventilation systems to be done semi-annually.

1.4 Air compressors for dry systems. When testing compressors the contractor shall replace with new desiccant in the dryers (where desiccant is used). Dessicant to be replaced annually.

1.5 Dry systems. Low point, condensate drains at dry systems to be inspected and drained--
(3) times a year: November, January and March of each year, or as approved by CDA staff. All low point areas to be drained. A separate inspection sheet must be filled out recording the location of each condensate drain, the service date, special notes and signed by the contractor (inspector). Report to the CDA.

1.6 Air compressors. Drain all air compressors (3) times a year: November, January and March of each year, or as approved by CDA staff. This work can be done at the same time as low drain clean-outs. The inspector shall record compressor start up readings and inspect/drain all condensate drains. All information to be recorded and a copy sent to the CDA. Report to the CDA.

1.7 Air compressors for dry systems. Work to also include checking oil levels on all air compressors, and to visually check the tank and belts for corrosion and wear (3 times per year). Report to the CDA.

1.8 Valves, Valve components, and trim. Full flow trip test. Includes air leakage testing of dry pipe valves to be done every (3) years. This work to be done in year three of the contract. Report to the CDA.

1.9 Internal piping condition & obstruction investigation to be done a minimum every (5) years. The CDA requires that this exceed the code minimums, and that the internal piping test to be done in year 2 of the contract - 2024. This inspection has been annotated on the bidding pages.

1.10 Standpipe & hose system inspection, testing, & maintenance (5 year flow/trip test) to be done at a minimum of every (5) years. Inspection of all standpipe systems including testing of any pressure reducing valves. Testing or certification of any RPZ valves connected to the fire protection system. The CDA requires that this exceed the code minimums and this to be done in year three of the contract-2022.

1.11 All reports are to be sent electronically (via e-mail) to the Dakota County CDA. All inspection reports must be returned within two weeks of inspection. Contractor to provide all documentation for all required authorities and any fees required will be paid by the Contractor.
1.12 All testing and inspection work as required by NFPA 25,13,14,16 to be included by the fire protection Contractors.

1.15 The fire protection contractor will work in coordination with the caretakers, building engineers, the low voltage alarm contractors, sub-contractors and Dakota County CDA staff to minimize disruption to all residents during all inspections. The inspections and testing are to be done from February to June.

1.16 The CDA is requiring that a JOURNEYMAN TECHNICIAN must do all work and not an apprentice. A copy of inspectors license must be given to the CDA for file purposes-applies to annual inspection only.

1.17 Repairs and items that need be addressed by NPFA 25 codes need to be detailed in a cost proposal per building.

1.17 No additional work or repairs are to be done without prior CDA approval.
1.18 Mississippi Terrace #214 has a low point drain in the unit. A 2-day notice is required to access the unit. The notice can be provided by the contractor or the CDA, but the notice will need to be coordinated by the contractor & CDA. (Added 4/18/2019).
Section 3 Requirements

d. The Contractor agrees to include this Section 3 clause in every subcontract subject to compliance with regulations in 24 CFR part 135, and agrees to take appropriate action, as provided in an applicable provision of the subcontract or in this Section 3 clause, upon a finding that the subcontractor is in violation of the regulations in 24 CFR part 135. The Contractor will not subcontract with any subcontractor where the Contractor has notice or knowledge that the subcontractor has been found in violation of the regulations in 24 CFR part 135.

e.
